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Careers — Ministry of Justice Seminar

On Wednesday we had the latest in a series of
employer visits who will be delivering talks to
Year 11 pupils about a variety of different
professions.

This week’s visitors were from the Ministry of
Justice, who are part of the Civil Service. Their
main topic of delivery concerned the different
roles that exist in the Prison and Probation
service. There was a lot of interest in the talk,
with a class full of pupils all choosing to attend
and asking questions regarding the subject. The
interactive talk was really interesting and got pupils thinking about what the probation service does, how
prisoners should be treated if they are to become reformed characters and what they need to be released back
in to society. The talk also covered different roles within the service and talked about the career paths needed
to enter the profession.
