Pupils will be sent home to 
change if they are wearing 
inappropriate clothing, this 
will be the school’s 
decision. 

We would appreciate if you 
would discuss this with your 
child and take steps to 
ensure that they are 
appropriately dressed for 
school when they leave 
your house in the morning. 

The school will make parents aware if there is any change to the school uniform due to increases in 
temperature, please do not send your child in P.E. kit if the weather is warm.
