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e-bikes/e-scooters
Road Safety Wales is highlighting the law surrounding e-bikes and e-scooters and we need your help!

Some people may have Innocently purchased an e-bike OF e-scooter, unaware that they could be breaking the law when
riging it. Road Safety Wales ks asking schools and colleges to share some information so that collisions and injuries can
ultimately be avolded.

e-bikes
An e-bike [s an electrically assisted pedal cycle equipped with an electric motor to assist riders when they pedal.
You nesd to be at least 14 years old to ride 2n e-bike, but you don't need a driving licence.

Some people have attempted to madify their e-bike, so it is
important to check that the metor has 2 maximum power output of
250 watts and not able to propel the bike when it's travelling more
than 15.5mph.

By law, an e-bike cannot propel a rider unless they are pedalling as
well. If you see what you think is an e-bike and the rider isn't
pedalling, it is dassed as an electric motorcycle and they have much
stricter rules.

You wouldn't ride 2 motorcyde with a petrol engine when you didn't
have a licence or insurance - the rules are exactly the same with an
electric motorcycle!

e-scooters
Some people may be considering an electric scooter (e-scooter), particularly if they have seen others riding them locally.

However, it ks lllagal to use 3 privately owned e-scooter on public roads,
pavements or cycle lanes. In fact, the only place to legally ride an

e-scooter In Wales s on private land with the permissian of the landowner -
everywhere etse it is against the law.

They cannot be ridden on any
public roads in Wales (or any
other public places such as
footpaths, pavements, or
parks).

X Those riding on public roads
risk prosecution and having
the scooter seized.

Some people may not appreciate the effect that riding illegally has. For
someone with sight or hearing loss, it could have such an effect on them
that they feel unable to go aut on their own, hampering their mability
options and perhaps even resulting in the loss of their independence.

unfortunately, people have already been killed and seriously injured when
riding Inappropriately and lilegally. Nobody wants to see ather families
having to cope with the aftermath of similar heartbreaking incidents.

In some parts of the UK, government trials are taking place where you can
rent an e-scooter and use it on the road and in cycle lanes If you hold a full
ar provisional driving licence. In Wales, there are currently no trials taking
place.

Pizza Party
A) Sinee 1/3 of the students were in Group A, and there were 36 people, that means that there
were 36 + 3 = 12 students in this group.

B) Group B had 1/2 of the students in the class, which is equal to 36 = 2 = 18 h‘\
people. Each of these people ate 2 slices, for a total of 18 x 2 = 36 slices. .‘
Each of these 18 people also split 1 slice. This means that 18 + 2 = 9 pairs of v
students shared a single slice of pizza.

In total the people in Group B ate: 36 + 9 = 45 slices of pizza.

C) Between Group A and Group B we have accounted for a total of 12 + 18 = 30 people. The
remaining 36 - 30 = 6 people were in Group C, and they ate 4 slices of pizza each.

D) Since each student in Group A ate half the number of slices Miss Santos predicted, this means
each one ate 4 - 2 = 2 slices. Therefore, the students in Group A ate a total of 12 x 2 = 24 slices of
pizza. Students in Group C ate a total of 6 x 4 = 24 slices of pizza.

We calculated that students in Group B ate a total of 45 slices of pizza.

So, the people at the party ate a total of 24 + 24 + 45 = 93 slices. Since a large pizza has 12 slices,
we can skip count to see how many pizzas Miss Santos would have needed to have at least 93
slices. Counting by 12 we get: 12, 24, 36, 48, 60, 72, 84, 96

This means Miss Santos should have ordered 8 pizzas to feed the people at the party.

Information from the Local Authority

Cardiff Council is committed to keeping your child
safe through a fair and consistent approach, and
preventing violence and weapons possession in
Cardiff. As a Child Friendly City, Cardiff upholds
The United Nations Convention on the Rights

of the Child (UNCRC) and puts young people

at the centre of processes and decisions.

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Social Media
Social media is increasingly playing a role in the lives of our pupils and for the majority of time, this is a
positive thing. However, we are increasingly seeing how social media can have quite a negative impact
on our pupils and in some cases, the impact has been quite
significant.

We need to work together to harness all of the positive aspects
of social media (and there are many) and to cancel out those
aspects which can do harm. Whilst it is easy to focus on the fact
that the age guideline for most sites is 13, it is also recognised
how difficult it is to stop children from accessing these
especially when all of their friends are using a certain platform.

Perhaps a more realistic place to start is to ensure that, if social media sites are to be used then they are
set up in a way which helps to protect privacy. For example, most platforms allow you to:

e set an account to private (many of our pupils don’t do this and some have been approached
by people they don’t know

e not allow friend requests — again, some pupils have had friend requests from unknown users

e hide the user’s location — worryingly, so many pupils share their location and with the
development of ever more sophisticated software, it is becoming relatively easy to pinpoint
exactly where the social media account is being used from (without sharing any address
details).

Changing the settings to not allow the issues to happen takes a few minutes and can significantly
improve the level of online safety when accessing social media. The NSPCC site ‘Keeping children safe
online’ really is excellent and | would urge all families to access this:

South Wales Police - Sextortion
We have been informed that South Wales Police are concerned about the rapidly growing number of
‘sextortion’ cases involving young people across Wales.

This is where individuals are targeted and threatened that inappropriate images of themselves that
have been previously uploaded will be shared unless money is sent. This is obviously extremely
worrying and the first action must be to ensure that no such photographs or videos exist — and, if they
do so, they must be deleted immediately.

The advice to families from South Wales Police is as follows:

e Don’t pay, do stop contact and block: you may be tempted to pay, but there is no guarantee that
this will stop the threats. As the offender’s motive is to get money, once you have shown you can
pay, they will likely ask for more and blackmail may continue. If you have paid, don’t panic but
don’t pay anything more. Help your child to stop all communication with the offender and block
them on any accounts that they have been contacted on.

e Avoid deleting anything: try not to delete anything that could be used as evidence such as
messages, images, telephone numbers, and bank account details.

e Report to the police or CEOP: call 101 or 999 if there is an immediate risk of harm to your child.
Or you can use the CEOP Safety Centre to report any online blackmail attempts.
